
DEBORAH KASS Solo Exhibition at Kavi Gupta Gallery in Chicago, IL USA

“Kavi Gupta proudly presents Deborah Kass: Painting and Sculpture, the gallery’s inaugural solo exhibition with
the artist. Pairing a stunning new body of work with select historical pieces, the exhibition creates an unflinching
examination of the American condition before and during the Trump presidency.”

Kass’s iconic OY/YO sculpture sits in anti-patriarchal protest with her painting “Daddy, I Would Love to Dance”
(lyrics from “At the Ballet”), which Kass describes as the first emotional epiphany for the women in the musical A
Chorus Line, and her neon sculpture After Louise Bourgeois (2010), which features an altered quote from the
legendary artist: “A woman has no place in the art world unless she proves over and over again she won’t be
eliminated.”
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
